EXPLAINATION OF WEDDING FEES

These fees apply to all couples married at Valley Church.  All fees should be paid by check and given to the Wedding Coordinator by the time of the rehearsal.  

Wedding Coordinator: To assure the couple and family of enjoying the preparations of the wedding, a Wedding coordinator is to be used for all weddings at the church or performed by a Valley Church pastor off site from our church (locally).  Your Coordinator will assist you in your rehearsal and your wedding details.  Any questions related to your wedding should be referred to your Wedding Coordinator.  She will also help determine the exact amount of the fee owed, based on the following schedule.  

Damage Deposit:  A $250 damage deposit is required of everyone at the time of the wedding reservation at the church office.  It will be refunded if no damage is incurred.  If additional custodial help is required before of after the wedding, additional fees may be deducted from the damage deposit.

Audio/visual technicians: Fees listed below for are for basic assistance that averages four hours per wedding.  Requests for sound technicians to be at any extra rehearsal or to come early/stay later than the customary time, additional fees of $25.00 for each additional hour will be added to the basic $125 fee.  The sound technicians are available for receptions at a flat fee of $50.  If you require video content or projected media (words, lyrics, etc.) during the ceremony the wedding party may either recruit a volunteer to be trained by the sound tech, or Valley will provide an additional video technician for an additional $50 fee.

Pastor:  To assist the couple in knowing what is customary, and as a courtesy to our pastors who have invested many hours of their personal time in your premarital counseling and preparation of your ceremony, the officiating pastor usually receives $200 for his services.  This can be given to the Wedding Coordinator at the time of rehearsal.  

Musicians: should be negotiated individually with each musician. 

Custodial:  Valley Church does not charge anything for the use of the church building, however, a significant amount of work is required to completely set up and clean up from a wedding.  Additional man power is needed to make sure that the church is returned back to its original condition immediately after the wedding.  The custodial fee covers the cost of rearranging chairs, tables in the atrium and the equipment on stage in preparation for the wedding.  It also covers the clean up of bathrooms, nurseries (changing rooms), sanctuary floor, and returning everything back to its correct and rightful place.  Wedding parties are expected to pick up after themselves so that the custodial staff can complete their work quickly and effectively.
